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PALM / PASSION SUNDAY
AGAIN & AGAIN, WE DRAW ON COURAGE
John 12:1-19

On Palm Sunday, we remember that Jesus’ entry into Jerusalem was not a risk-
free, palm party. It was a protest parade—a protest against those in power, a
parade to prepare the way for a different kind of king. And this was all happening
with plots to kill Lazarus (and Jesus) building in the background. We're reminded
that the crowds were brave to show up that day, and that Jesus drew on courage
to face his journey to the cross. The root of courage is cour, meaning “heart.”
Courage is deep within us; we often find it when we most need it, when everything
else has been stripped away.

John 13:1-17, 31b-35

Footwashing is a practice of radical vulnerability, of being seen and known.
Jesusloved the disciples “to the end.” In this act, we remember that God holds
all of our pain, vulnerability, doubts, and sufferings. As we venture toward the
cross, we can lean into God’s everlasting arms, knowing we are held.
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
